Student Government Association 
Bylaws

Purpose

In order to provide a more concise interpretation of the Kentucky Wesleyan College

Student Government Association Constitution, and therefore to provide more effective service to the student body.
The bylaws shall serve as a reference for the conduct of normal Senate business, and shall

be subordinate to the Kentucky Wesleyan College Student Government Association Constitution in all matters.

Article I: 

Executive Council

Section 1.
The Executive Council of the KWC SGA shall consist of:

A. 
President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Judicial Council Chair

B. 
Senate elected Pro Tempore

C. 
Dean of Student Life

Section 2.
The duties of the Executive Committee shall consist of:
A. 
Shall be responsible for planning the agenda for general session meetings

B. 
Shall prepare a proposal for annual budget

C. 
Shall appoint SGA Committees following Fall Elections

D. 
Shall appoint replacements for all SGA vacancies with concurrence of the Senate

Article II:

Meetings

Section 1.  
The KWC SGA shall meet in general session at least twice each full month of classes during the Fall and Spring semesters, and at least once in any month of either semester that has 2 or more weeks of classes.

Section 2.  
All KWC SGA general sessions and committee meetings shall be open to the campus community.

Article III: 

Business

Section 1.
Correspondence
A.
Senators shall write a letter or email to their constituents and present a copy of the letter to the Secretary by the second general session meeting in the Fall and Spring elections.

Article IV: 
Funds

Section 1.
The KWC SGA shall provide encouragement and support to any new or existing student organization.
A.
Only KWC SGA recognized organizations, committees, and groups may petition the Senate directly for funds

B. 
The KWC SGA shall consider providing financial support to a student organization under the following limitations:

1.
That the organization does not receive financial support through budgeted means from Kentucky Wesleyan College.

2.
Organizations and clubs may not request funds for trips that are a part of a class and may not request funds to be given away as a contest or part of a contest prize.

3. 
KWC SGA does not pay for room and board fees on trips.

C. 
All organization or committee receiving funds from KWC SGA shall be required to make a written report of all expenditures made with the allotted funds.

1.
This report will be submitted to the Executive Council and be kept in the Treasurer’s and Secretary’s logs.

2.
These reports are due to the Executive Council by the last meeting.

3. 
Failure to complete the written report will be probated the following year, unable to petition for funds until the report is completed.

Section 2.
A.
For a motion to be considered by the Senate, it must be turned in to the Secretary a week prior to the general session meeting at which it is to be considered.

B.
An official agenda for the general session meeting will be sent via campus email prior to the meeting.

Article V: 

Committees

Section 1.
The Standing Committees of the KWC SGA shall exist from school year to school year and retain duties specified in the Constitution.

Ad Hoc Committees can be created as needed upon Senate approval.

Section 2.
Committee Chairpersons

A.
Standing Committee Chairpersons shall be appointed by the Vice President and approved by the Senate.

B.
Ad Hoc Committee Chairpersons shall be appointed by the President and approved by the Senate.

C.
No student shall chair more than one standing committee and must remain in good academic and social standing with Kentucky Wesleyan College.

Article VI: 
Quorum

Fifty-one percent of the Senate membership shall constitute a quorum.

Article VII: 
Parliamentary Authority

Meetings shall be run according to the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order.

Article VIII: 
Amendments

An Amendment to the bylaws must be approved by a two-thirds affirmative vote of the Senate
